Consult your vehicle owner’s manual, service manual, or car dealer for the correct jacking points on your 
vehicle and for additional care, safety and maintenance instructions. Under no circumstances should any work 
be completed underneath the vehicle if it is not adequately supported, as serious injuries and death can occur. 

For vehicles with a “Closed Air Supply System, ” replacement of components requires proper adherence to 
procedures set forth within OE servicing literature. Failure to comply with the OE prescribed procedures can 
result in component damage and/or failure.

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REAR SHOCK REMOVAL

1.	 Raise the vehicle.

2.	 Deflate and disable the air suspension system per manufacturer’s instructions.

3.	 Remove the rear wheel.

4.	 Remove the wheel well liner. (Figure 1)

5.	 Disconnect the rear shock’s connector from the vehicle’s harness. (Figures 2, 3)

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6.	 Using an appropriate jack, support the wheel hub and remove the upper shock mount bolts. (Figures 4, 5)

7.	 Remove the lower shock mount bolt. (Figures 6, 7)

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8.	 Remove the shock from the vehicle. (Figure 8)

9.	 Removal complete.

REAR SHOCK INSTALLATION

1.	 Insert the new shock into the vehicle. (Figure 9)

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2.	 Reinstall the lower shock bolt. (Figure 10, 11)

3.	 Using an appropriate jack, raise the wheel hub to where the upper shock mount bolts can be installed. 
(Figures 12, 13)

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4.	 Connect the shock’s connector the vehicle’s harness. (Figures 14, 15)

5.	 Tighten all hardware to manufacturer’s specifications.

6.	 Reinstall the wheel well trim.

7.	 Reinstall the wheel.

8.	 Inflate the suspension per manufacturer’s instructions.

9.	 Installation complete.
